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What we are doing...

The old administration building will be
converted into a 1,100 square foot
museum.

The interior will include display cases,
track lighting, and a special feature
display area. All the plumbing, wiring,
and lighting will be replaced with new
material .  The old wood f i replace
will be restored and replaced with a
gas log unit and the basement will even
be converted into storage. The whole
building will be heated by a new forced air
furnace.

A state of the art security system
will be added to protect the museums
collection.

The exterior will be sided with  cedar
planks and extra lighting added for
better visibility. The landscape will
be redesigned with a picnic area to
encourage groups to make the day
of their trips to the museum.

The majority of work done for this
project will be completed by members
of Migisi Opawgan Lodge.
