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SYMBOLS OF THE LODGE
1. TOTEM — The totem of the Lodge is an eagle with a pipe.

2. NECKERCHIEF — The Lodge neckerchief is white with a blue border and an
embroidered emblem affixed symbolizing the lodge.

3. SASH — The O-A sash is worn at all O-A functions, and at special functions, such
as courts of honor, when members need to be identified for rendering special
purposes.

4. LODGE FLAP AND PATCHES - The Lodge Flap and patches, available to all
members, shall incorporate the guidelines outlined in SYM-2.

5. SONG - The official lodge song uses the music of the University of Michigan

Varsity Fight Song and has the following words:

Mi-gisi O-pawgan,
We're for you,
We'll cheer for you,

We are the brothers of the finest Lodge.

Sing it loudly, oh yes!

Mi-gisi O-pawgan,

We're Detroit,

We'll show our might,
We proudly come to you,
Lodge One-Six-Two!
